         "A Sociological Study of Urban Out-Migration in Karnataka" under the guidance of Dr. U.A. Attar, Professor, Department of Sociology, Karnatak University, Dharwad.

Migration is a universal phenomenon, which has existed throughout the history of human civilization. It is a major symptom of Social Change where in when a person migrated from one place to another combines in himself the two culture of the area of origin and the area of destination. As a result there is an assimilation of cultures and a migrant becomes an instrument of cultural diffusion. The study mainly focuses on primary data through an exhaustive field-work. The research was conducted in two Class-IV towns of Dharwad district i.e Kundgol and Alnawar. For this purpose Multi-Stage Random sampling Method was applied. The Out-come of the study were:

· Males have out-numbered females in urban out-migration

· Females are more migratory than males  over short distance while males are more migratory than females  over long distance.

· Highly educated  and skilled people move to  farther distance while less educated and unskilled go to nearby areas.
· There is an improvement in the level of income and status after migration.
